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Multiple Forces Empower the Influence of a City
~Construction and Development of Lingnan HE Garden ~

Foshan City, located in the hinterland of the Pearl River Delta, has nurtured the Lingnan traditional
culture with its unique charm. The Lingnan HE Garden, a non-profit classical garden museum
centered on traditional Lingnan culture, was built on a 40,000 m' plot of land donated by the Beijiao
Town Government of Foshan City and funded by the RMB300 million Guangdong He Foundation,
established by the founder of the Midea Group, and is a local tourist attraction. The Lingnan HE
Garden is the first Lingnan garden in China that integrates the characteristics of Guangdong and
Foshan and offers a panoramic view of architectural styles from the Ming and Qing dynasties to the
establishment of New China. Based on the concept of "North Mountain, South Water, Yin-Yang
Harmony," the garden is composed as a picture scroll representing the "landscape, road, and people
of Lingnan Water Town as a combination of time and space. In the park, with its low-density

development, beautiful scenery, and various
support facilities, visitors can attend concerts,
book readings, and calligraphy exhibitions, and
experience modern and contemporary art, while
enjoying Foshan gastronomy. The effort to
develop a quiet space in the city center where
visitors can experience the rich Lingnan culture
and be away from the hustle and bustle of the city
is a beneficial search to enhance the cultural
influence and urban flavor of the region, and is
expected to promote urban transformation and
quality development.
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Wan Chai Promenade ,Hong Kong(From Tamar to Hong Kong Convention and
Exhibition Centre)

This is a waterfront promenade development project overlooking the world-famous Victoria
Harbor in northern Hong Kong. A tree-planting strategy and a naturalistic urban landscape
scenario were drawn up for the vast space, creating a recreational area where visitors can
enjoy a panoramic view of Victoria Harbor. Specifically, different planting strategies were
designed for each activity area to match the atmosphere of the site, and trees and shrubs were
selected to bloom in all four seasons, providing different colors throughout the year. The
contrast between these well-developed natural landscapes and the existing urban area shines
beautifully. The activity space designed around the theme of "FunScape" also allows children
to use their imagination to create their own

playground and enjoy a creative play journey.

Efforts to introduce country park elements to

the urban waterfront will provide a

comfortable and relaxing space and

atmosphere in a hectic urban environment, as

well as advocate a more diverse lifestyle in
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Kurunegala Lake Round Development Project

In the center of Kurunegala City, a major city in Sri Lanka, is Kurunegala Lake, a huge
reservoir created when the city was the capital of an ancient dynasty in the late 13th century.
This project is intended to beautify the lake and at the same time, develop an open space in
the city center and enhance its function as an important public square. As the fastest growing
business transit city in Sri Lanka, the Kurunegala CBD area is densely populated and has a
high concentration of architecture and traffic. In addition, the year-round hot climate has
created a need for attractive open spaces where people can spend their leisure time
comfortably. Calm, breathable open spaces are being developed to provide comfortable,
clean, and safe outdoor leisure and recreation spaces around the beautiful rocky landscape of
Lake Kurunegala, where people of all ages

can spend their leisure time in a more

enjoyable and meaningful way. These efforts

are critical to the development of a healthy

and livable city.
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A place where you want to go, stay and design your dreams
~ Gucheonmyeon Road where you want to walk down ~

Gucheonmyeon Road has the longest history in Gangdong-gu, Seoul, and is a representative
street connecting Seoul to other cities. In an area 1km long and with sidewalks 1.5 to 3m
wide, this project involved 22 projects across four areas to renovate buildings and signs along
Gucheonmyeon Road to make them more attractive and ahead of their time. With input from
stakeholders, the administrative authorities and a team of experts worked proactively to 1)
create a safe and comfortable walking environment, 2) improve and beautify building
exteriors and public spaces, 3) create special spaces for community revitalization events, and
4) develop and apply public design. As a result, the sculpture, which has become a local
landmark, gives people the opportunity to

learn about the history of Gucheonmyeon

Road, and at the same time, the use of

Koto-ku's symbolic colors creates a unified

and clean landscape. Furthermore, by

increasing the amount of green space in the

rest area, it also made it possible to provide

diverse cultural and social services, giving

visitors a sense of satisfaction and happiness.
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Hongdae Red Road Construction ~The People-Centric Culture & Art Road ~

This project transformed a uniform street with little human touch into a human-centered street
of culture and art in a 2-km area along the Gyeongui Line Forest Park ~Pedestrian Park ~
Dangjinri Cultural Platform ~Han River in Mapo-gu, Seoul. The project renovated
dilapidated facilities along the road, removed facilities that cause accidents such as on-street
parking lots and unused road facilities, and established a system to prevent crimes and
accidents by avoiding congestion. They also created an environment where cultural events
could be held on the street by developing specialized content for convenient facilities and
symbolic characters, and installing objects of a highly artistic nature. In particular, 4,800
pictures drawn by residents were used to decorate recycled flowerpots and 374 trees with
flower, creating a beautiful streetscape. The
maintenance of the street with various colors
and characters, street performances, and
various urban festivals, performances, and
exhibitions have revitalized the cultural
identity of Hongdae Street, revitalized the
commercial area and cultural arts affected by
COVID-19, and created a safe and cultured
natural environment for tourism. The street

was created as a natural tourist attraction
overflowing with safe and cultural tourism.
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Taiyuan Jinyang Lake Surrounding Environment
Comprehensive Treatment Project

Lake Jinyang in Taiyuan is the largest man-made lake in Huabei, covering an area of 5 km?.
Surrounding the lake, the Jin Yang Lake Park provides a new route for local residents to
connect with nature and is also a habitat for wild animals and plants. Landscape development
around the waterfront is the core of the park's construction, and each scenic spot is set up
around the lake. Attractions such as a waterside wharf, waterside plaza, waterside platform,
and stepped inlet lake have been developed to create a comfortable waterside scenic area for
visitors to enjoy and relax. The construction of Jin Yang Lake Park is an attempt to build a
new city with mountains and rivers, creating a new public space in the urban space of Ta
iyuan and injecting fresh blood into the entire
city. The construction of such a vibrant new
urban area is expected to further strengthen
the trend of interconnection and integration
between the city and nature.
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Ongoing Efforts to Preserve the Historical Townscape of Takahashi City,
Okayama Prefecture

Takahashi City developed as a castle town of the Bicchu-Matsuyama clan, and many
buildings that formed the town layout and historical townscape developed in the Edo period
still remain in the central city area of Takahashi. The depopulation, declining birthrate, and
aging population have made it an issue to maintain the historical townscape, and the charrette
workshops (short intensive workshops) by university students started in 1993 have been held
every summer, leading to the preservation of the town's landscape. In 2010, Takahashi City
established a plan to maintain and improve the historical landscape, and has been actively
promoting the preservation of the cityscape, and the city's active promotion of landscape
preservation has been highly evaluated both inside and outside the city, leading to an increase
in tourism business. As a result of ongoing
efforts to preserve the historical townscape,
including the holding of a town development
school and a symposium on town
development that makes the most of history,
the Fukiya area was recognized as the
birthplace of "Japan Red" in 2020, opening
the way for the preservation and utilization of
historical buildings and passing them on to
future generations. The joint efforts of the
university and the government to create a
town that values "connections" and is
overflowing with "passing the baton" are
highly evaluated.
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MBC <Empty House in a Fishing Village>- Empty House Restoration Project

MBC, the Korean public broadcaster, the Ministry of Maritime Affairs and Fisheries, and the city of
Tongyeong are presenting a new paradigm for regional revitalization and residential development
through a "vacant house revitalization demonstration project" that makes use of vacant houses in
fishing villages, which are becoming more and more serious. Through the broadcast of the program
"Vacant Houses in Fishing Villages," people became more aware of the problem of vacant houses in
fishing villages that are causing the disappearance of rural areas, and were matched with people who
dream of returning to fishing villages and the desolate vacant houses in fishing villages that have
been neglected for years. With the participation of some of Korea's best architects, we were able to
transform old vacant houses into dream homes through special remodeling designs that took into
account the characteristics, topography, and lifestyle of the fishing village. In addition to the transfor-
mation of vacant houses, efforts were also made

to improve the village landscape, transforming

the village into a fishing village that attracts

return visits and stays. By presenting a successful

model for promoting settlement, the options for

solving the settlement problem / rural disappear-

ance problem / village revitalization problem

were expanded at once. The collaboration

between the restoration of vacant houses and

culture and art has attracted tourists to the beauti-

ful architecture of the village, which has become

a landmark, and is expected to revitalize the

village.
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Nghinh Phong Tower Square

Tuy Hoa City in south-central Vietnam is a high-potential area with a long coastline, sandy
beaches, and many remaining natural landscapes. This project seeks to create a striking,
transparent, and unified design, and to create a seaside landscape befitting “the greenest and
cleanest city in the country”. Nghinh Phong Tower Square is the symbolic landscape
architecture of Tuy Hoa Marine Park, designed to harmonize with the surrounding landscape
and ecological environment. The semi-circular plaza, paved with local granite, has a
semi-subterranean space that takes advantage of the natural slope, adjacent to the sandy
beach, and overlooking the blue ocean. It also includes an entertainment space, restaurants,
and stores, making it not only a tourist attraction that attracts visitors, but also a place where
community activities can take place. In
addition, the area is focused on creating a
green landscape by expanding the planting
area of trees that are resistant to sea breezes,
creating a scenic area that conveys the natural
landscape along the coast and the traditional
culture of the region.
